19.72 The Chairman welcomed everyone to the meeting and it was noted that Cllr Herdman would take minutes in the absence of the Clerk. The Chairman encouraged councillors to consider the HALC training opportunities and bring any requests to the September meeting. 

19.73 Apologies for Absence were noted from Cllr Frampton. Cllr Lumby, WCC, had also sent his apologies. 

19.74 Disclosures of Interests – Cllrs Line & Scallan both declared a prejudicial interest in planning application reference SDNP/19/02410/HOUS. 

19.75 There were no requests for dispensations. 

19.76 It was RESOLVED to approve the minutes of the meeting of 11th June 2019. 
Proposed: Cllr Smith. Seconded: Cllr Lochrie. 
19.77 Winchester City Council Report – Cllr Ruffell had provided a report (Appendix 1). Additionally, he reported that Winchester City Council have decided to trial evening planning meetings and, in response to a question from Cllr Pain, advised that they usually lasted between 7 and 10 hours. 
Cllr Ruffell advised that he will attend the Boomtown licencing hearing on 30th July but made it clear that he cannot influence the outcome. 
Cllr Line reported that she had sought support from Cllrs Ruffell and Lumby to bring the S106 issue to a resolution. 
Cllr Smith asked whether there would be documentation to outline the approach to becoming carbon neutral, and Cllr Ruffell reported that he believed so. 

19.78 Financial Report – Councillors noted the Quarter 1 Reconciliation Report (Appendix 2) and it was RESOLVED to approve the following payments made between 11/06/19-09/07/19:

19.79 Planning Applications: The following comments were agreed and will be submitted. 
Proposed: Cllr Collett. Seconded: Cllr Pain.

	[bookmark: _GoBack]Single storey rear extension following removal of existing utility room


Register an objection to the application but suggest that the applicant seek advice from WCC Planning before proceeding further with the application and that Highways be consulted on access and any additional Parking requirements in consideration of the increased number of bedrooms.
As submitted and without further clarification the Parish Council questions the lack of a Design and Access statement and is uncertain whether Policy SD31 is exceeded. 
In respect of SD8 request the proposed number of Velux windows is reviewed but that each window include the use of ‘smart’ or ‘switchable’ glass in support of SDNP Policy SD8 – Dark Night Skies. 
Installation of a Juliet Balcony has the potential to impact on the privacy of a neighbouring property.
19.80 Management of Trees in the Conservation Area – 
Cllr Smith noted that a number of trees within the conservation area have either been removed or had significant pruning work done.  It is possible that parishioners and/or contractors do not realise that work done to any tree within the conservation area requires consent from Winchester City Council.  
Council agreed to provide clear advice about the correct way to manage trees within the conservation area and a clear map of the boundary of the current conservation area.  
Action: Cllr Smith will liaise with the tree warden for Cheriton, Jan Crowhurst and will provide written advice in Church and Village, in the village shop and on parish noticeboards.  Cllr Pain agreed to upload the content onto the website.  
19.81 Grant Funding – Cllr Line has been approached with a couple of requests for grant funding from the Parish Council.  Advice from our clerk is that it is appropriate to have some sort of formal process e.g. a simple form, that can be used when organisations wish to make a request for support. 
Action: Finance committee to consider at their meeting.  Therefore defer consideration of current requests until the process has been agreed.  
19.82 Village Shop – The chiller cabinets have failed in the shop.  Cllr Line has identified some grant funding which is available from HCC to support small rural retail businesses.  
Council agreed that the shop is a highly valued element of the community.  
Action: Cllr Line requested that the Parish Council use some clerk time over the summer to support Gillian Gray to submit this grant application and that council support the application.  
Proposed Cllr Scallan.  Seconded Cllr Lochrie.  
19.83 It was RESOLVED to defer a decision on email hosting until the next meeting. 

19.84 Traffic Working Group – It was agreed that Cheriton will employ a traffic consultant to advise on measures that can be used to manage traffic within the village and improve the experience for vulnerable road users such as pedestrians and cyclists. 
Proposed: Cllr Smith Seconded: Cllr Scallan
Action: Council agreed that the traffic working group will send a letter to the county councillor for Cheriton, Cllr Humby, to request support from HCC officers for this project.   

19.85 It was RESOLVED to appoint Cllr Pain to represent the Council at the Boomtown Licence hearing on 30th July 2019. 

19.86 Car Park Thefts – A police officer from Alresford attended Café on the Green recently and discussed the issue with parishioners.  The Neighbourhood Watch group are also being proactive on the issue.  
Action: Clerk to invite Jo Downie who leads on the Neighbourhood Watch in the village to come to speak to council at the next meeting.  
19.87 Lengthsman Scheme - Cllr Collett has sent a contract to the new lengthsman Semrah Ltd, for signature. Cllr Herdman noted that many of the traffic signs in the village are very dirty.  
Action: Clerk to contact Hampshire Highways to clarify responsibility for cleaning road signs.  

19.88 Reports from Representatives on Outside Bodies:
The Village Hall committee are due to meet in the near future and Cllr Collett will attend this meeting.

Recreation Committee  Cllr Scallan has liaised with the Rec Committee re the request from Cheriton Players for storage space for costumes.  The rec committee have responded to this request and also a request for an update on a number of outstanding issues.  
Action: Clerk to advise on any implications for the Council on insurance affecting the proposed storage area.
Parish Plan: Cllr Line will be presenting the information gathered in the questionnaire at a series of Café on the Green mornings over the next few weeks.  Details have been advertised.  
SDNPA: The Local Plan has been declared sound and includes a potential development on land in Hinton Ampner.  
Action: Council agreed to ask the clerk to write a letter to request that Cheriton PC are given notice of any planning request under SD63 at Hinton Ampner.  
19.89 Working Group Reports: 
Play Area Working Group: Ron Friend has been appointed to clear the vegetation in the picnic area and create spaces for picnic tables.  

Matterley Estate Working Group: The Clerk has chased a response from Rob Ainslie at SDNP to her email of 3rd May but received no response.  
Action: Clerk to contact Barbara Holyolme at SDNP to ask if she can seek an answer to the question posed.  

The working group have noted that the SDNPA member representing Cheriton was re-appointed in 2018 but have queried whether the Parish Council were notified of an election.
 
Cheriton are concerned to clarify the election procedure in respect of the Parishes SDNPA Members. A query has been raised with the Clerk and with HALC, and the Clerk will advise further.

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Appendix 1: Winchester City Councillors Report

Residents survey

MEL Research undertook a residents’ survey for the City Council between January and March 2019. A door step survey was carried out which was representative by age, gender and rural/urban classification. Interviews with 1,618 residents were spread across all 16 wards.
 
The headline results set out below are core LGA (Local Government Association) questions for which Winchester City Council has comparable data.
 
Satisfaction with local area
 
95% of residents were very (57%) or fairly (38%) satisfied with their local area as a place to live.
 
The 2017/2018 LGA South East overall satisfaction indicator for this measure is 80%. The City Council is 15% points above the regional score.
 
How the council runs things
 
79% of residents were very (22%) or fairly (57%) satisfied with the way the council ran things. 14% said they were neither satisfied nor dissatisfied and 8% were dissatisfied
 
The 2017/2018 LGA South East overall satisfaction indicator for this measure is 65%. The City Council is 14% points above the regional score.
 
Value for money
 
65% of residents strongly agreed (14%) or tended to agree (51%) that the council provided value for money. 25% neither agreed nor disagreed and 11% disagreed.
 
The 2017/2018 LGA south east overall agreement indicator for this measure is 47%. The City Council is 18% points above this regional score.
 
The complete Residents’ Survey report is available via this link to the Council’s website and includes a summary infographic for each of the 16 council wards. That summary for the Upper Meon Ward (of which Cheriton Parish forms part) is set out on the next page.

Of particular interest for the ward are the lists of matters most needing improvement; these are:

public transport - 54%
affordable housing and renting options - 47%
activities for children and young people - 41%
 
Also included in the report are the results of the Young Persons Survey which captured the views and opinions of 500 people aged 18 to 24 who live in the district.

3.            Work with partners across the district to deliver this new goal through all relevant strategies and plans and drawing on local and global best practice.
4.            Support the lobbying of Government in relation to the Climate Emergency and providing the additional powers and resources needed to meet the 2030 target.

Hampshire County Council has also recently declared a climate change emergency.

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Appendix 3: Report from Cllr Line

PARISH PLAN

Illustrating and sharing the results of each section of the Parish Plan Questionnaire using predominantly Pie Charts and Bar Graphs will begin on Thursday 11 July at the COTG in the Village Hall beginning with Demographics, Housing and Work.

Traffic, Transport and Access + Walking & Cycling will appear on 18 July, Environment & Countryside + Conservation, Local Green Spaces and the Local Heritage List will all be part of the display on 25 July, and on the final date of 01 August the results of the responses to questions on Community + Visitors & Local Tourism will be presented.

Feedback and comments will all be included in the results that could then be uploaded to the website in August subject to people’s availability over the summer holiday period.

Cheriton Primary school have loaned the PP Group the school’s Display Stands for use throughout the summer, for which many thanks.

CHERITON LOCAL HERITAGE LIST

Consultation among the Community was launched at the CPC APM by the Chair of the Local Heritage Group and it has been backed up in an item that appears in this month’s Church and Village magazine.

Further comments are being sought at the COTG on 25 July, but Council is asked whether it thinks additional evening or weekend opportunities should be offered for those who work or for families who may then bring children and young people along to participate in the discussion?


HIGHWAYS
Curate’s Footbridge
Correspondence between CPC and HCC has reached conclusion to the effect that HCC will fund the annual costs of inspecting the bridge during 2019, but not thereafter. HCC are able to offer help and advice in identifying the expert resource needed to provide CPC with an annual inspection should CPC determine that it is able to accept that responsibility from 2020 onwards.

Cllr Lochrie has gained a further written commitment from HCC,	 who have offered to fund the costs of demolishing the bridge should it become necessary to do so. 

Proposed that the Clerk work with HCC in order :

i) to determine the likely lifespan of the Bridge
ii) to determine the asset value
iii) to determine the insurance implications for CPC
iv) to gauge the likely annual costs of inspection and repair,

and in conclusion to advise the Council during its meeting in October.



S106
WCC Enforcement have advised that the Planning solicitor previously dealing with the S106 has now left the council but has been replaced.

Written advice has since been sent to Cllr Line confirming that the developer has been served with a notice to complete works to the Open Space Land by the end of July. WCC will call in the bond effective the beginning of August should the developer fail to comply and in the meantime Cllr Line has written to Cllrs Ruffell and Lumby to ask for their continued assistance in bringing about a conclusion.

GRANT FUNDING
S137 and Councillors Discretionary Funds
i) Council previously resolved that an application for Councillors Discretionary Funding would be made to provide the Cheriton Conservation Volunteers with much needed tools. The National Lottery Funding awarded in support of work on the River Itchen, however, restricts the Groups ability to apply for additional funding elsewhere. It is therefore proposed that Discretionary Funding is sought to fund the purchase of a number of Parish ‘walkie talkies’ to assist during Emergencies such as Flooding and Village fund raising events such as the Firework Display, Trail Run, Village Fete and Village Show.
ii) The PTA at Cheriton Primary school have asked for Council’s support to purchase an additional picnic table and bench set  for use among children, parents, carers and the Community. Both items are made of recycled material and are both durable and heavy enough that they cannot be lifted by a single person nor removed without difficulty. The bench set would add to the facilities available to all during events such as the Village Show and Fete but would ordinarily be in use at the School.


Proposed : that S137 expenditure be awarded in support of item i)

Proposed : Cllrs Discretionary Funds be sought by the Clerk in support of item ii)  

VILLAGE SHOP
Based upon responses to the Community Led Parish Plan Questionnaire we know that  53% of the Community use our Village Shop on a regular basis and that a further 41% use it occasionally. The comments included in response to the Questionnaire also tell us that the Community feel the shop is important to the life of the Village. It is a struggle for the shop to remain economically viable however, and all 3 chiller cabinets have recently failed, and ideally need to be replaced.

A search for available grant funding by the SDNPA and HCC has highlighted the difficulty in gaining access to grant funds because the shop is not registered as a Social Enterprise but is instead a limited company. District Councillors Ruffell and Lumby have also been asked whether they could look into available funding at City and District level, but in the meantime only one HCC Granted Fund has been identified that could perhaps help the shop.

There may also be a further possibility that the PC could lend some measure of support by granting an amount of S137  expenditure if Council believe that there is a danger that the Parish will lose the shop.

Proposed : i)	that the Clerk work with the Village Shop to establish and submit a grant 			application to HCC in support of funding for the replacement of a freezer/chiller 		cabinet

SDNPA
The Clerk circulated details during the month but in brief the South Downs Local Plan was adopted on 02 July.

Policy SD63 concerning the development at Hinton Marshes, which was opposed by Cheriton Parish Council on Environmental grounds was passed by the inspector. The development is in the settlement of Cheriton but is not part of the Parish. Cllr Line has therefore written to the Chair of Kilmeston PC to request that he email the CPC Clerk if an application for Planning comes forward.

The Clerk will make the same request of Hinton Ampner, but it is also suggested that she write to SDNPA and request formal notification be sent directly to CPC.

Proposed : that the Clerk write a letter to SDNP requesting that CPC are given formal notification 	      of a Planning Application – SDNP Policy SD63
 
SDNPA Workshop: East Winchester Landscape Study

The SDNP Workshop on 04 July was attended by Cllrs. Pain and Line. Cllr Lochrie sent his apologies and was absent on holiday. The presentation slides will be distributed electronically once they are received from the SDNP and in the meantime, the slides from the preceding Worksop on 07 June have already been distributed by the Clerk.

The event was again attended by a wide cross section of interested parties from SDNPA Planning, WCC Environment, HCC Strategy, Public Health England, the Local Access Forum, Parish Councils and Local landowners.

This follow up to the June Workshop was to look at and propose ideas to address the issues identified in June and identify a vision for the NP by 2050.

Traffic through the NP as a result of the development taking place on its borders, and the need to contain levels of Traffic because of increased visitor numbers to the SDNP threw up ideas including central hubs, Park and Stride, Park and Ride using small buses run on electricity and circular cycle routes/pathways, and it was acknowledged that the car as king would need to be addressed in order to realise the ‘ideas’.

Visions of the NP in 2050 were invited and included an imperceptibly changed landscape with the River and Roads acting as wildlife corridors. There was a commitment to the need for tranquillity, which again highlighted the need for ideas to promote safe cycling routes and reduce the amount of traffic e.g., tranquillity and HGV’s are incompatible. Road safety for cyclists and walkers and road verges as a wildlife corridor are unrealistic where roads are narrow and winding and are required to support growing volumes of traffic. The ideas promoted by Ben Hamilton-Baillie during his lifetime were then touched on as a means of managing traffic.

Local businesses and farmers were recognised as needing support from a less burdensome programme of grant funding and in 2050 farming in the Community should be thriving with support for diversification schemes, managed woodland and small rural businesses.  There will be more livestock farming in the NP by 2050 and the local economy will benefit from the promotion of food from the farm.

The Environment in 2050 is a concern to all, and in the more urban areas the problems are ‘owned’ and recognised by many more individuals. Visiting the NP and volunteering time to work in the NP are of interest to a growing number of individuals giving rise to a culture of ‘Reasons to be Proud’. 

Local and National politicians have been encouraged to recognise the ways in which existing funding e.g., CIL, could be better managed and distributed to facilitate projects within the National Park so that the means of realising the ‘ideas’ exists. 

It has not been possible to include for all of the ideas because attendees were split among smaller discussion groups but a summary document of the views expressed by all of those present should be forthcoming in advance of the follow up Workshop at the beginning of October and a further report will then be distributed summarising the proposals.



Appendix 4: Traffic Working Group Report (Cllr Herdman)

Context
In 2016 residents of Cheriton were asked to complete a questionnaire about life in the parish to feed into the Parish Plan.  Issues involving traffic, speed, safety and the safety of pedestrians were highlighted as pressing concerns for the residents.  91% of respondents identified speed of traffic as a problem locally.  When asked about road safety residents highlighted problems for drivers and vulnerable road users such as cyclists and pedestrians.  
Members of the Traffic Working Group have sampled a selection of their neighbours in recent months to update this information and have confirmed that, if anything, concern has grown, particularly around safety of pedestrians.  
Residents are further concerned about the potential impact of traffic from a large development just outside the village, at Sun Lane in Alresford.  
Traffic Working Group
The traffic working group have visited Buriton, a village within the South Downs National Park, which commissioned a traffic consultant, Hamilton Baillie Associates, to help them identify solutions to their own issues with traffic.  
The approach used was to modify the environment within the village to give drivers cues to drive more slowly and carefully through the village and to give subtle messages about sharing space with pedestrians and other road users.  
Members of the working party were impressed with what they saw at Buriton and felt that they saw ideas which would make a difference in Cheriton.  
Proposal
The traffic working group would like to propose that Cheriton employ a consultant to advise on measures that can manage the flow of traffic through Cheriton and redress the balance between the car and other more vulnerable road users such as pedestrians and cyclists.  
We feel that this will enhance the quality of life for residents within the village, ensuring that they feel safe as they walk alongside the road, but will also ensure that visitors to the village are safe and can enjoy the special qualities of the village.  
Hamilton Baillie was somewhat of a leading light in the application of the principles described and sadly he died earlier this year.  Simon Scott had been in touch with him before he died and he had given Simon an indication of the costs of an initial assessment. We have asked for recommendations of companies that do similar work and were recommended Phil Jones Associates from two separate sources.  They worked closely with Ben Hamilton Baillie.  They have provided a quotation which is very similar to that provided by Ben Hamilton Baillie.  
We have tried to identify other suitable companies to get alternative quotations but the other company suggested was a large corporation based in Basingstoke which we feel would not be a good match for a small parish council.  
Scope of the work proposed
Initial assessment
· Full day observing and analysing Cheriton and gathering together material and initial thoughts. 
· Evening presentation to the Parish Council and other interested residents. 
· We would include 2 x photo realistic visualisations similar to those provided with this fee proposal.
· Following the visit and electronic version of presentation will be made available to you. 
Follow up:
· ½ day meet with Parish Council / HCC on site to discuss initial ideas 
· ½ day follow up minutes / next steps to set out how to positively progress the project

Cost: £2,200 +VAT

Support from the relevant authorities
We see this as community led initiative, however it is vitally important that we gain support from the two relevant authorities: Hampshire County Council and South Downs National Park in order to ensure that we can implement the ideas proposed by the consultant.  
Cllr Line has discussed the idea in principle with Roni Craddock, Infrastructure and Environment Strategy Lead at the South Downs National Park to suggest the potential for Cheriton to be a pilot project for the development of traffic management measures for other villages within the park who experience similar issues.  
We would like to seek council’s approval to formally approach, Councillor Humby, our representative at Hampshire County Council to support us with this project.  
We have been advised that it is possible for Hampshire County Council to apply for CIL money from the South Downs National Park for projects like this.  


Appendix 5: Matterley Estate Working Group Report 

1. As far as I am aware, there has still not been a reply from the SDNPA Development Manager to the letter sent on 3 May regarding the apparent discrepancies between the number of attendees (6,000) said to be expected at the Motocross event in late March (planning application SDNP/18/05996/CND), the maximum number allowed by planning condition (30,000), and with the report in the Hampshire Chronicle which quoted the Promoter as saying that 35,000 people had attended. The Clerk sent a reminder after the June PC meeting.

2. Update on application SDNP/18/06249/FUL for change of use of 503 hectares. As agreed last month, the Clerk contacted the Ministry of Housing, Communities and Local Government supporting the individual request for the Secretary of State to issue a Holding Direction and to consider a Call-in. The reply to Cllr Pain denying the request has been copied to councillors by email. A request for the reasons has been submitted. The Secretary of State appears to believe that SDNPA is a democratically-elected council rather than an organisation whose 27 Members are all appointed including two by HALC, to which the parish council belongs. The nomination process is within HALC is opaque.
 
3. Agenda item 15 – application made to Winchester City Council for a new premises licence by Boomtown Fair. The aim is to increase from 64,999 to 75,999 the number of people allowed on site at any one time for 2020. Council resolved last month to object to this application prior to the closing date of 2 July 2019. The details of the hearing date and venue are awaited.

4. The application to construct two new ‘farm tracks’ without the need for full planning permission has been refused by SDNPA.
